En effet,
répondant a une demande croissance en produits animaux et dérivés,
les scientifiques et les industriels grace aux avancées réalisées en
matiére de génétique et de maitrise de I'alimentation des animaux ont
poussé a une industrialisation du secteur accentuant par la méme le
mal étre de ces espéces de rente.

Avec un programme trés bien maitrisé et qui conduit a des taux de
croissance trés importants, des indices de consommation de plus en
plus optimisés (volailles), des niveaux de production laitiere de plus
en plus élevés, les animaux se trouvent confrontés a un stress

permanent, leur organisme constamment sur sollicité conduisant a un
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fois sa rentabilité et sa durabilité (répondant ainsi a des impératifs
économiques qui deviennent de plus en plus vitaux et écologiques,
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Animal welfare is today one of the main concerns of researchers and
professionals in the livestock industry (veterinarians, engineers,
technicians, and breeders who are in daily contact with animals and
are therefore the first actors directly responsible for their welfare).
Indeed, responding to a growing demand for animal products and
derivatives, scientists and industrialists, thanks to the advances
made in genetics and the control of animal feed, have pushed for an
industrialization of the sector, thereby accentuating the malaise of
these species.

With a very well controlled program that leads to very high growth
rates, increasingly optimized consumption indices (poultry), and
higher levels of milk production, the animals are faced with
permanent stress, their bodies constantly overtaxed, leading to a
state of almost permanent animal suffering.

It is in this context that this International Day will aim to review all
aspects of animal welfare, providing them with an environment that
is as close as possible to their conditions in their natural
environment and therefore to their physiological status. This will
ensure both the profitability and sustainability of livestock farming
(thus responding to economic imperatives that are becoming
increasingly vital and ecological, as the ecosystem is under constant
threat). To this end, all disciplines related to this aspect (ethology,
physiology, genetics) must join their efforts in order to establish a
common integrated program that can take into account all aspects
of animal welfare.

We hope that this webinar will be an opportunity for a great
scientific meeting, exchanges, debates, and a friendly social
interaction.
